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Mission
The West Virginia Health Information Security and Privacy Collaborative (HISPC) will assess how West Virginia privacy and security laws and business practices affect exchange of interoperable electronic health information.
 West Virginia will (1) assess variations in organization-level business policies and state laws that affect health information exchange in West Virginia; (2) work closely with Research Triangle Institute (national contractor), the National Governor’s Association, and other states and territories to exchange information and experiences regarding interoperable health information exchange barriers and best practices; (3) identify and propose practical solutions that protect privacy and security of health information and permit interoperable health information exchange; and (4) develop plans to implement solutions in West Virginia, and if applicable, at the federal level.  This is one of the four Health Information Technology Initiatives established by Dr. David Brailer, Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information Technology (ONCHIT) and funded by the Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ). 

Objectives

The State Variation Working Group’s objectives include:

· Assessment of variations in organization-level business policies and practices 

· Categorizing these variations as barriers, best practices, or neutral in respect to interoperability

· Work closely with the State Legal Working Group to identify any legal drivers behind the policies

· Assist in producing the interim assessment report to RTI
